Normally, they are closed on Sunday, but 
they open just for this special occasion. You can make your order in advance by 
Wednesday, March 17 and fax it (952-476-4469) or bring it in by that date and prepay it so 
you don't have to wait in line on Sunday. You can also just come to the store between the 
hours of 8 am and 4 pm on the 21st and purchase your items then.  The order form is also 
posted on the Haiti Outreach web site.
